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Abstract. The aim of this paper is to examine various components of school environment as a factor for
manifestation of different forms of aggression in Bulgarian schools. The acts of aggression have been ex-
amined in view of both students and teachers, in the perspective of the interrelations: student-classmates,
student-teachers and teachers-students, and also in terms of perceived (in) security of the students at
school. The study was carried out in December 2017among 992 students and 115 teachers at 18 primary
and secondary schools in 6 Bulgarian towns from different regions of the country.
